Obituary Sam Krietzer December 19, 1919—April 1, 2015

Sam Kreitzer was very active Cadillac LaSalle Club member as long as I have known him.

He owned several Cadillacs, a 1968, a °75, a "96, and several others. He proudly drove and displayed a mounted flag on the front of this
beautiful golden 1975 convertible in several July 4™ Arlington parades leading eight Cadillacs down main street representing NTX.

Sam and his bride Mildred were always together at most all functions wearing their special jackets and Texas shirts. I think the last Grand
National that he drove and showed was to the Grand National in Indiana. He won first place, but on the way home he dozed off and drove

into the ditch getting a bit of grass in the radiator. Then the rest of the way home they rode with us.

He could accomplish anything he set his mind to do. Sam served in the United States Air Force during World War II as a pilot. He at-
tended Baylor University in Waco, Tx, where he met Mildred with whom he enjoyed 69 years of marriage.

Sam worked before he retired for a Lexus dealer in Dallas, driving customers, shuttling customers to and fro.

Sam passed away April 1, 2015 at the ripe age of 95.He was residing in a retirement center but suffered from pneumonia and CHF. He was
buried in Waco next to his beloved Mildred who passed away in December of 2013. He is survived by his son, Kerry Kreitzer of Richard-
son, and daughter Debby Deason of Carrollton.

Several of us, Karen Hannah, Suzie Alexander, Dolores Lakey, and myself visited him and Mildred in 2012 at their retirement apartment.

Sam Krietzer was very well liked by all and a very kind gentle person.
