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We are going to look at the last of the great GM  personal luxury cars, a 1993 Allanté and the 2002 Eldorado.  Both cars were the end of their breed and 

left behind some very interesting technological achievements and design evolvement.  Both cars were equipped with the Cadillac Northstar V-8 engine, 

4T80E automatic transmission, electronic road sensing suspensions, and standard Eldorado drive and axel setups. 

In the early 1980s Cadillac wanted a car to compete with other automakers like the Jaguar XJS, and the Mercedes Bens SL. So in 1982 they went to the 

offices of Sergio Pininfarina in Turin Italy. Mr. Pininfarina agreed to build their flagship car. The Allanté as we know it is built on a shortened E-body 

Eldorado/Riviera/Toronado frame. GM lost over $24 billion dollars on the development and production of these two-seat sports cars, shipping Eldorado 

chassis halves, instruments, air conditioning, steering column, and most of the electronics – 107 components per car -  to Turin, Italy in a specially de-

signed Boeing 747 aircraft. There the two sub chassis were cut and welded together, bodies and interiors (all hand built instead of an assembly line) in-

stalled, painted, attached to special carrier racks, loaded back into the same planes, and flown back to the Hamtramck Detroit assembly plant. Cadillac 

then installed the front and rear sub frames, suspension, drive train, steering box, brakes, fuel tank, wheels and the tires. 

Introduced in early 1992 for the 1993 model year, Allanté was scaled down to just one model this year, the soft-top convertible priced at $59,975 (not 

including a mandatory $1,700 gas guzzler tax for vehicles sold in the United States). The removable 60.5 lb (27.4 kg). aluminum hardtop was now a sepa-

rate option, as well as the $495 LCD digital instrument cluster in place of the standard analog instruments. The engine was the all-new 4.6 liter Northstar 

rated at 295 hp. Production was the best ever ay 4,670 units, retailing for $60,000  but most were sold at heavy discounts at $45,000.It was designated as 

the official pace car for the 76th Indy 500 in 1992.  The last Allante built was flown from Turin, Italy on July 2, 1993, and completed at Detroit-

Hamtramck 14 days later. With 21,430 total cars built, assemblies averaged just a little more than 3,000 a year throughout the car's lifetime. Allanté pro-

duction officially ended on July 28, 1993. 

The Eldorado was a Cadillac classic for almost 59 years and is known as the longest running American personal luxury car. The original Cadillac Eldo-

rado was built for a car show and was shown to mark the anniversary of Cadillac. The first time the Eldorado name was used it was for a limited edition 

convertible in 1953. The Eldorado wasn’t at the very top of the line, but it was always amongst the most expensive and luxurious of the Cadillac vehicles. 

Cadillac brought a last, new four passenger Eldorado coupe onto the market in 1992. This Eldorado wasn’t all that much bigger the previous years, but 

the styling was genius. The window glass was frameless, unlike the disaster of the 1980s and the new NorthStar V8 powered the Eldorado. The Eldorado 

did not see any more major changes for the remainder of the 1990s aside from a few very minor exterior and interior changes. The last year of the Eldo-

rado would be the 49th model year for the vehicle, in 2002.  It was two models now, the ESC base car with 275 hp, and the touring ETC with 300 hp. The 

last year had a limited edition run that was painted in the original red and white colors. Sadly, production of the Eldorado officially ended on April 22, 

2003.

TRIBUTE TO A TEXAS FARM GIRL  
 
In 1941 good farm labor was hard to come by in Castro County, Texas as most able bodied men were entering the armed forces to fight for our 

Country.  RAYMOND ANNEN needed help planting, cultivating and harvesting his section of wheat in rural Nazareth, Texas so he called upon his 

eldest child, RUBYE MAE. He taught her to do most of the chores associated with the production and storage of the family's primary cash 

crop...Wheat. Today, I think giving such responsibility to a five year old girl might seem quite unusual or even crazy, however, in 1941 it was 

not.  By nine years old, RUBYE MAE was plowing fifty acre fields each day atop the International Har-

vester tractor.  She recalls the clutch being quite a challenge, but she managed.  Well into her twenties, 

time permitting, RUBYE MAE returned to the farm and helped her Daddy harvesting the wheat and man-

aging a herd of Hereford and Aberdeen Angus beef cattle.  She vividly recalls many trips to the Dimmitt, 

Texas grain elevator hauling tons of wheat in the big Studebaker grain truck. 

  

At fifteen, RUBYE MAE acquired a Texas Driver's License and drove legally with at least eight years of 

experience already under her belt.  There were no school busses, so she drove her siblings and neighboring 

farm kids to school in Nazareth, Texas in her 1947 Chevrolet sedan.  RUBYE graduated from Nazareth 

High School the 27th of May, 1954 and entered Saint Paul's School of Nursing in Dallas, Texas where she 

graduated in 1956. 

  

In November of 1957 Rubye Mae met school teacher and coach EUGENE ALTON HUBBARD at the 

Nazareth Thanksgiving Dance.  They married a year later and were wed for twenty-five years until his 

passing in 1984.  The couple produced two lovely daughters, MALIA GARRETT of Fort Worth, Texas and TRINA MC CLUNG Of Hurst, 

Texas.  The girls have daily contact with their Mom and have blessed her with three precious grandchildren.  LANCE GENE MC CLUNG, 25 of 

North Richland, Texas, LACYE KAY MC CLUNG, 22 of Waco, Texas and PATRICK WADE GARRETT, 21 of Fort Worth, Texas.  Although, 

one of the busiest people I know, family has always been the most important entity in RUBYE'S everyday life.  She is in frequent contact and very 

involved with younger sisters GLADYS GIPSON and FAYE SPENCER both of Amarillo, Texas.

The 1948 and 1949 Cadillacs defined high-tech for their day. In those two years, the crest and wreath introduced styling 

and engineering innovations that would go on to influence the American auto industry for decades. Aircraft design in-

spired some of those innovations, but as we see from several renderings for the postwar Cadillac, planes could have had 

a much more prominent role in Cadillac design. 

 

As Michael Lamm related more than 40 years ago in his story looking at the 1948 and 1949 Cadillacs for Special Inter-

est Autos (issue #11, June 1972), Harley Earl gets credit for introducing the tailfin to GM’s designers when he took them 

on a field trip to Selfridge Field near Detroit to sketch the new Lockheed P-38 Lightnings. Whether legendary designer 

Frank Hershey was among that group, Lamm didn’t say, but it was Hershey’s advanced design studio within GM that 

got Earl’s assignment to design the postwar Cadillacs and in the process bring some of the P-38’s design elements into 

the automotive world. 

 

Even in these finless designs from about the same time, done by Nickles and one R.H. Wieland, we can still see the 

P-38’s influence in the prominent catwalks between the hood and front fenders. 

 

Lamm wrote that the aircraft-inspired front-end designs did make it into production, in a way. “Nickles calls it the 

‘interceptor’ or bullet nose that the fighter planes had in WWII. This theme was widened to become  the rather deli-

cate, arch-shaped grille of the ’48 Cadillac, taking its cue from previous Cadillacs at Harley Earl’s direction. An im-

portant, integral part of the front ensemble was the bumper, with its bullet guards and curved, wrapping ends. For 

1949, the grille was widened and then got even wider as time went on.” 

 

What Lamm didn’t have to point out is that the bumper guards remained integral on Cadillac front ends through 

1958. While they grew bigger and gained the “Dagmar” nickname for their supposed resemblance to other promi-

nent twin pokey-outie thingies, their origins are decidedly less prurient than most people believe.
