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The first Tri-State Interregional meet in Amarillo, Texas was a success. First, the weather was perfect — sun-
shine and mild temperatures. Second, the creators of the meet, Nick Manole, New Mexico Region; Tim Coy,
Rocky Mountain Region; and Rubye Musser, North Texas Region planned an event-filled weekend that in-
cluded 20 Cadillacs and 36 members and family and was interesting, exciting, and allowed lots of social interac-
tion among the members.

Beginning with Friday evening, we met in the Quality Inn’s conference/
hospitality suite for introductions and refreshments from the trip there.
Then we headed out to one of the most famous restaurants in the U.S.;
The Big Texan Steak House, right on old route 66 in Amarillo. This is
where you can order a 72-oz steak (that’s 4 and %2 pounds of real Texas
meat) with all the fixin’s, which include a baked potato, a shrimp cock-
tail, a salad, rolls, and a drink. If you eat it all in a hour, it’s free; other-
wise it will cost you $72, plus tip. Our group didn’t partake in this deal,
although two people did take the offer while we were there —and no win-
ners. We all had a delicious meal and lots of fun and friendship.

Saturday, under the blue Texas skies, we lined up nineteen beautiful Cadillacs, beginning with a 1941 Series 60
Special four-door sedan driven by Don Braden all the way to Rubye’s 2015 XLR and everything in between.
That included Leonard Johnson’s 57 Eldorado Seville, John Serfling’s 1963 Series 62 Convertible, Jerry and
Bonnie Pache’s 1966 White Fleetwood Brougham, and George Dameron and Claudia Lingg in a snappy 1984
Seville. Those of us who chickened out driving our classic cars from Dallas in the Friday rain rode in one of the
fine Caddys. (Continued...)
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We spent the morning spray painting our names and such on the ten Cadillacs at the very famous Cadillac
Ranch, just west of the city line, exit 60 on I1-40 (old route 66). The collection, built in 1974 by art-hippies from
San Francisco called the Ant Farm and billionaire Stanley Marsh 3 contains Cadillacs from a 1949 Club Sedan

through a 1963 Sedan De Ville. These cars have been nose-down in the ground longer than they were on the
road.

From there we convoyed over to Warrick’s Soncy Road Body Shop. Mark Warrick and his crew
build an average of three high-end custom motorcycles and two custom cars per year. His shop mainly does

body repairs which takes most of its time. He has an interesting collection of car memorabilia and car things,
and this made our visit interesting. (Continued...)

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Afterwards we had lunch, and then lined up our convoy
again for a nice ride down route 66 to Bill and Linda Pratt’s
museum called Bill’s Backyard Classics. Here is a magnifi-
cent collection of over 140 cars from the 20’s through 2012,
with heavy emphasis on 50’s and 60’s. He has Street Rods,
Military Jeeps, Power Wagons, Smart Cars, Corvettes, and
so much more. His restoration mechanics are experts on all 8=
of the cars, and are responsible to regularly exercise the cars ¥
and take them to car shows. Many of the cars that are here
reminded many members of their past cars and adventures.
Number 98 was my favorite — an exact copy of my 1968
Cadillac 2-door hardtop that | once raced on the street and
loved. Same color, same interior, SAME CAR. Lots of
smiles and memories here for everybody.

Here on historic Route 66 our 19 Cadillac convoy travels
through town.

Now it was time to head our gaggle of Cadillacs in year formation (the oldest at the front) out to the second
largest canyon in the U.S., the Palo Duro Canyon State Park. Consisting of 29,182 acres of scenic grounds in
the northern most portion of the canyon, it was formed by water erosion from the Prairie Dog Town Fork of
the Red River. Its name means “hard wood,” because of the abundant Mesquite and juniper trees. Historically
it has been inhabited by humans for over 12,000 years, including nomadic tribes, Apache Indians, and then
later by Comanche and Kiowa tribes until 1874. Then the Army moved the Native Americans to Oklahoma.
In 1876 Charles Goodnight entered the canyon and opened a ranch called the JA ranch with over 100,000 head
of cattle. The ranch, now much smaller, still operates today. (Continued...)
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Because of the rich history the Palo Duro offers, a stage play called TEXAS plays all summer long. With over
60 actors, singers, and dancers in period costumes playing out historical dramas of the settlers of the Panhandle
in the 1880s in the pioneer amphitheater, it makes a evening worth the trip. We enjoyed a back-stage tour, a
great chuck wagon “bar-b-que” dinner, and a fantastic show, complete with a finale of fireworks and water dis-
play show in honor of the military at the end. What a show it was.
